PASTOR’S NOTE:   Saying Yes to God’s call... We move into the 

ordinary time of the year and it begins with an invitation to re-
spond to the call of God.  The first reading and the Gospel talk 
directly about the God encounter and the eventual yes of two 
people to God’s invitation to be his messengers.  The second 
reading does not talk directly about a call, but in it is the re-
minder that we belong to God and therefore aught to live as wor-
thy children of God.  True God encounter radically transforms 
our lives and then we cannot but say yes to God’s will.  Every-
thing else becomes less significant for us, from then on.  This is 
what happened to little Samuel, who was not able, initially, to 
discern what the call meant.  Then with the help of Eli, he is able 
to respond to God’s invitation and that is where life changes for 
him.  He becomes an effective messenger of God.  God was al-
ways with him.  A similar transformation is reported in the life of 
Andrew who encounters Jesus with help from John the Baptist. 
His transformation is complete, when he himself is able to lead 
his brother Peter to Jesus.  When we are able to say Yes to God’s 
will, we will be able to lead others to God.
